NHRTL Sees Small Victory For Protection Of Life:

Excerpts from the Attorney General’s Press Release

On May 21, 2010, The Office of the Attorney General, through the Director of Charitable Trusts (the "Attorney Gener:
released its Report on the proposed acquisition transaction between Défitetardabk Health ("DHH") and CMC
Healthcare System ("CMCHS")

Having reviewed the documents submitted by DHH and CMCHS, heard testimony at public hearings, reviewed comi
submitted to the Attorney General and participated in numerous meetiAgsribg General objects to the Transac-
tion on three grounds.

First, the Transaction is not permitted by applicabl@l@ I ransaction would result in DHH obtaining control over

core functions of the CMC Charities, which until this point have operated as an independent Catholic hospital. The Atto
ney General concludes that the Transaction will result in a profound change to the governance structure of the CMC
ties and diminish the fiduciary duties of the Boards of Directors of the CMC Charities \ititi¢hitvile ability of the

CMC Charities to carry out their charitable missions. The Attorney General also concludes that Probate Court approval
of this transfer of control would be necessary in order for it to be permitted under New Hampshire law.

Second, the Attorney General objects to the Transaction because the Parties have not provided adequate informatic
which the Attorney General can determine whether it exercised due diligence in determining whether the Transactio
the best interest of the health care charitable trust and the community which it services. Specifically, the Parties h:
demonstrated due diligence in determining the effect of the Transaction on the cost of delivering health care.
